• MATTRESSES/BOX SPRINGS: Mattresses and box springs, any size. Fee: $30 per mattress and $30 per box spring (cash only). Vendor reserves the 
right to refuse any item it cannot recycle. No furniture or frames. No wet or soiled items.                                                                                                                                                                  

• Cardboard: Please flatten. 

• PROPANE TANKS: Residential tanks only. $5 charge (cash only). Note - tanks do not need to be empty to recycle. 

• LEAD ACID BATTERIES: Car, truck, marine, motorcycle, and sealed lead acid batteries accepted. 

• ALKALINE BATTERIES: AAAA, AAA, AA, A, B, C, and D cell alkaline batteries. No rechargeable, cell phone, or nicad batteries accepted. 
Lithium-ion batteries, like tool and vape batteries, will not be accepted. Visit Call2Recycle.org for more battery recycling options,

• Porcelain Toilets and Sinks: Toilet seats, hardware, and base wax rings must be removed. $15 charge (cash only). 

• Refrigerators/Freezers/Air Conditioners: $35 will be charged for each refrigerator or freezer. $35 will be charged for 
each household air conditioner (cash only). Please be prepared to pay at event entrance. 

• bulky wood: Includes tree branches (minimum 6 inches in diameter), logs, clean wood, plywood, pallets, and other untreated and un-
painted wood. No leaves, grass, small branches, sod, brush, painted, or stained wood. No peg board, particle or press board. Please 
lay a tarp under material for ease of removal.

• TIRES: Limit 6 passenger tires per vehicle (18 inches and below) free of charge. $1.50 for extra tires off rim. $3.00 for all passenger 
tires on rims.  $9 charged for each large truck tire and $18 charged for each truck tire on rim (cash only). No oversized tires accepted.

• Appliances and Scrap Metal: Auto parts, appliances, microwaves, washers & dryers, dishwashers, stoves, engines and gas lawn-
mowers (drained of oil and gasoline), barbecues, iron, steel, aluminum, brass, copper and other ferrous and nonferrous metals. $5 will 
be charged for each water heater that still has insulation coating (cash only). Metals that are insulated, rubber or oil coated, previously 
or currently contains oil, gas, chemicals, paint, or hazardous materials will not be accepted. Light fixture ballasts and sealed drums will not 
be accepted.

Open 9:00 am – 5:00 pm, Thursday, Friday, 
and Saturday (except major holidays). There is a limit of 30 gallons of 
gasoline and other automotive fluids per trip. Containers must be five 
gallons in size or smaller. Customers can have gas containers back 
upon request. Separate motor (crankcase) oil from all other fluids. Pure 
crankcase oil containers will be returned. No latex paint is accepted.
